S...she had her 'car and the male was in the pick-up truck, or they just were in
the pick-up truck?

They were, they were outside. And then they walked in the garage. And | think |
was walking in my house, but | just didn't....

Did she have her car, or was it just....

I didn't, | didn’t see a car.

But you did see the truck?

I believe it was a truck. Because that, well and then the next day when | found
out about the gas, | had commented to my wife, | said, “Well,” | said, “Casey was
here yesterday.”

Because of the gas thing?

Yeah (affirmative). And I'm like, “Well." She's like, “Well you don’t know that for
sure, s0.” | said, you know, she said, “Just don’t say anything,” you know.

You didn't want to get in the middle of family (unintelligible)? |

Well.....

....Sunday? The 272

No, the Sunday before.

The 20"?

Whatever day they had the first vigil. Because he knocked on the door.

Okay. Tell me about that.

And uhm, he, he handed me the flier and he said, “We're going to have a vigil for
Caylee.” And then uh, he had said, “You're the one that turned in the shovel,
right?” And I, “Yeah (affirmative), yeah (affirmative), | turned in the shovel.”
Which he good and knows because it was on TV which house....

Uh-hum (affirmative).

...it came from. And his comment, well we're, we're trying to set up our own
timeline. Wanted to know when | had gave the shovel. And | said | thought the
week of the 16" but | wasn't for sure.

Okay.

And that’s, that's where we left it. And then | proceéded to tell him that you
