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Casey just enough time to get in the house, take stuff that she needed, but never
took any of Caylee’s stuff. And Caylee's stuff was never moved. No shoes, no
pajamas, no clothes, no dolls, no anything.

And you said she said that they were stealing from her? So was that, is it....
Stealing money.

Stealing money?

Yeah (affirmative).

Was that during the same window of.... M |55T{E Eppfgggﬂﬂs

Yes. k- f
....removing clothing? o

Uh-hum (affirmative).

And that's from the 9" through....

Yes.

...all the way through July?
Uh-hum (affirmative).

9" of June through July?

It could have been before, but she told me that every time Casey would come
that she was also stealing money, so.

The nanny. I'm trying to ask everyone if they know of a nanny.

No.

You said about a year, or a little over a year ago y'all were at a funeral together?
Uh-hum (affirmative).

And the baby was actually there with her?

Yeah (affirmative).

A mutual friend had passed?
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Uh-hum (affirmative).

But she discussed a nanny, but not nothing by name?

Never a name, no.

And at the time she was, she said she had to go to work after the funeral?
Yes.

And she was in dress attire?

Yes.

This name that's on, all over the word, nanny, nanny, have you ever heard of that
person?

No.

Uh, I'm sorry, | don't have it in front of me. But you've never....

Zani.

Zenaida

Zenaida?

No. |

Yeah (affirmative).

N...not a friend that you went to school with or....

| didn’t know about the name until she posted the name on My Space.
Which was aft...which was when maybe?

The day, that Wednesday when Caylee was reported missing.

"When she starts doing all the....

Yes.

Uh, Zani too that’'s what she called her? Zani or Zenaida?
| guess. I've never even heard her name.

Okay.
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And you would consider yodrself a pretty good friend?

We're friends. When, we grew apart.

Why?

We were. ..l guess after high school she went her separate way and | went mine.
We both had a child. Our lives just separated, so.

Okay. Nothing else that, no rift between you two?

No, never.

Now the car, you believe that car used to belong to Lee, or was purchased
maybe for Lee, the brother?

Uhm, | believe so.

About uh, but she’s been, Casey's been using it, your observations that she's
been using it for the last year, year and a haif?

Yes.

Anyone else driving the car that you know of?

No, not that | have seen.

Hmm. You haven’t seen the brother driving that car?
It's been a while.

A long time?

Yeah (affirmative).

How about the dad?

No.

They have their own vehicle?

Yes.

What do they drive?
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The, Lee has a Mustang, a black Mustang, and the father, he, uh, | know his car
is black. I'm not sure of the car.

Uh-hum (affirmative).

How about grandma?

The mother has a, | believe it's a Frontieror....

So there's....

It's an SUV. It's a green SUV.

...four vehicles at the house usually?

Yes sir.

No shortage of cars?

No.

Brother calls you on the phone? Lee called you on the phone that day, the 16™
in the, in the morning?

Yes.

Why?

To tell me that Caylee was missing.

And you said during that conversation he seemed frustrated because Casey
provided the family with false numbers?

Yes.

Okay. Anything else over that first conversation that, that staﬁds out in your
mind?

No. Just that he would keep me Updated if he heard anything or needed
anything he would let me know.

He turns around and calls you back again later...

It hasn't
really been anything told about Caylee.

No new information stuff?

No.

Just assisting in the search?
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Yes.

Cool. Did you guys, when you were younger, have any place that you would go

hang out, or feel comfortable hanging out, or just kind of, we'd go to gravel pits
and...

Uh-hum (affirmative).

...socialize at gravel pits...

Right.

...and things of that nature where | grew up. 'Was there any collective type
teenage bonfire locations?

No.

No?

Not really. No. We didn’t hang out much through high school. We talked, but
we never....

How about when....

...hung out.

...you were little?

Uh....

Just like the backyard?

...I can’'t even remember.

Any special place you guys used to go to at all or no?
No. It was just mainly at school.

Oh, okay.

Yeah (affirmative). Because at the time....

Alright.

...l didn't live near her. | lived somewhere else, so.
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Did you know her fiancé uhm, Jesse?

| was told about him, but | never got to meet him.

Any other ﬁanéés that you knew? Any other steady boyfriends uh, aft.. like high
school time frame?

| know it was Jesse was, they were engaged. But she skipped from boyfriend to
boyfriend. And then the guy she’s with now, Anthony, or Tony. But | haven't met
him either. She's been trying to get me, which is to meet him, but | never got the
chance.

She's been trying to get you to go....

Uh-hum (affirmative).

...to the club it looks like.

Yeah (affirmative), because he works as a promoter there.

Right. And that's basically this My Space content is trying to get you to go down
there and check out the club?

Yes.

No sense of urgency on looking for any child....

Nope (negative).
